Presidentõs Report  

Dear Members,  

 

If we thought 2020 was a year of unprecedented 

challenges, 2021 was the year when the novelty 

wore off and things seemed to only get harder as 

the Club ð along with the rest of the world - buckled 

in for the long haul of disruptions and a new require-

ment to do everything in our world differently, in re-

sponse to the COVID -19 pandemic.  

 

Coming in as President at the end of last year ð and 

being brought into the discussion of how the Club 

would tackle these hurdles but also how best to un-

dertake the substantial role we can play in the na-

tional debate in such extraordinary times ð has 

been both illuminating and immensely satisfying.  

 

The foresight of Chief Executive Maurice Reilly, the board and my predecessor, Sabra Lane, in 

investing in new production capabilities that allowed the Club to push into the digital world of 

broadcasting, proved particularly valuable as the long year wore on, allowing us to continue to 

broadcast timely contributions to the national debate, even when our physical doors were 

closed.  Sabra was rightly honoured with life membership for her extraordinary contributions to 

Club as she departed for a new life in Hobart with all our best wishes.  

 

The Club was, as usual, at the centre of all the big issues and controversies of the day. There 

were the set piece appearances which now mark significant points in the political calendar like 

the PMõs speech at the beginning of the year, the Post Budget Address, and a major address 

from Opposition Leader Anthony Albanese mid -year.  

 

But in a year when the role of Women in Politics and public life have been at the forefront of the 

national debate ð and not necessarily in a good way - the Press Club was the forum for signifi-

cant speeches from some of our most impressive women: Australian of the Year Grace Tame, 

the departing head of DFAT Frances Adamson, ACTU President Michelle OõNeill, Nyadol Nyuon, 

and ABC Chair Ita Buttrose.  

China, climate change, ICAC, submarines and AUKUS, the pandemic, childcare, science and 

the economy all featured in our discussions.  

 

The growing debate over Australiaõs strategic future was a particular focus as the year ended 

with major speeches from former prime ministers Malcolm Turnbull and Paul Keating, the French 

Ambassador Jean -Pierre Thebault and Defence Minister Peter Dutton.  

During the year the club hosted 62 speakers ( 42% were female). The female/male ratio is slightly 

up from 35% in 2020 and we recognise there is room to improve this imbalance.
